Linfield’s McMinnville Campus is the size of a small town.

Garbage is emptied, lawns are mowed, toilet paper is replenished, buildings are
repaired and painted, and light bulbs are replaced. Facilities Services and Auxiliary
Services make sure that Linfield functions smoothly and efficiently. While you may see
the ground crews out on occasion, you rarely see the electricians, painters, carpenters,
mail staff, food service workers and dozens of others who toil behind the scenes to keep

our little city operating. Here’s what happened over the course of one year:

Mail services handled 926,808 pieces of mail — 240,950 pieces going out and 685,858
pieces coming in. Linfield's post office has three employees and eight work study students.

Sodexo served more than 1,055,000 meals and
sold 34,560 bottles of beverages.

are washed annually.
